Campground Rules

These rules were designed for the comfort and consideration of all campers. This is a family

campground. You should be aware of the rules before you pay and register. Do not register or pay

if you are unable or unwilling to abide by our rules. We reserve the right to withhold any and

all services. You forfeit your deposits and you will be asked to leave by our local law

enforcement personnel if you break the rules. If you have any questions about our camping

policy, please ask the manager. Thanks and have a safe fun outing.

1. All campers and visitors are required to register and pay before
entering the campground. If you have not registered at the lodge, then

you are trespassing. We do charge a visitation fee of $1.00/hour/person up to
the $9.00 for adults/$6.00 for children camping rate.

2. Two vehicles per site only. Other vehicles must park in the main
parking lot. Receive your parking pass at check in. Any car in the
campground must display the parking permit.

3. Quiet hours are 11pm to 7am. No loud music is permitted at
anytime. All radios off by 11PM.

4. No firearms, fireworks, or ATVs are permitted on the premises.

5. Be considerate of your neighbors. Profanity, rowdiness, or
drunkenness is not tolerated and will result in expulsion from the
campground and loss of all deposits. Alcohol waiver and deposit
required. (See alcohol waiver for details.)

6. You are responsible to clean your campsite and bring garbage to
our centrally-located Rumpke dumpster daily in order to receive your
clean-up deposit back. Clean-up deposit required at check-in. DO NOT
PUT CANS, BOTTLES OR ANY TRASH IN CAMPFIRE. Respect our trees, do
not deface. Cutting of firewood from standing trees is prohibited.
Firewood is for sale at the Lodge.



7. Swimming is at your own risk. Always wear PFD (personal
floatation device). Adults must supervise children in or near water

8. Must be 21 years or older to camp or have a parent/guardian to
camp with,

Additional Cabin Rules
Same rules for Campground apply to Cabins with the following additions:

1. No smoking or open flames (ie. candles, cooking, etc.) allowed inside of cabins.
2. No pets allowed inside cabins.
3. Mattresses are not to be taken outside of cabins and cabinas.
